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Note from the Pastor :  

rise to a fundamental “redesign” of how the 

church carries out her mission.  It used to be 

that “effectiveness” was defined by how many 

church programs, how many missionaries and 

how often the sanctuary was open to the    

public.  While nothing was intrinsically wrong 

with these ideas, missional churches—in their 

attempt to be obedient to the Scriptures, yet 

relevant to the culture—were constituted to 

break new ground, trying new approaches and 
seeing from the Bible how they can become an 

authentic community—a city on a hill that    

cannot be hidden from the culture.   

As this different approach developed, 

several characteristics surfaced.  Last month I 

mentioned three: the significance of multiplicity 

of approaches to engaging culture, discipleship 

and the centrality of Scripture in the missional 

church’s life.  Added to these are four more: 

4. Effective missional churches pursue partnerships 

that cross traditional boundariesñdenominations, 

ethnicity, geography and socio-economics. They 

tend to see themselves as a part of the larger 

expression of God’s presence in the commu-

nity, city and world. 

5. Effective missional churches regularly evaluate 

their own effectiveness based on the transforma-

tion of peopleõs lives and the community.  They 

are constantly asking the questions, “What 

difference does it make that we are here?” 

and “How do we measure our effectiveness in 

the church body, the community and the 

world?” 

6. Effective missional churches find creative ways 

to interface with the culture where they live.  

They do not sell out to culture, but rather 

seek to understand it so they can engage it 
and impact it for the Kingdom of God.  It is a 

mindset that says: “my church is more than 

just my local congregation; it has a broader 

purpose and role within the culture.” 

7. Effective missional churches adopt an        

intentional strategy of starting new churches and 

training leaders.  They are involved in starting 

new churches—daughter churches and/or 

extension campus churches—and mentoring 

young churches in creative ways. 

My prayer is that Chapin PCA will     

embrace this idea of being a Missional Church 

in the Reformed Tradition where authentic 

relationships are made, cultivated and       

nurtured in a family environment.

The Missional Church: Reflections  

(Part 2) 
 

Last month, I gave an overview of a new 

ministry term that gained significant traction in 

the last decade of the twentieth century.  In 

many circles during that time, the American 

religious landscape was in the overhaul proc-

ess.  Allegiance to more customary church 

structures and programs steadily declined 
while at the same time a craving for spiritual 

meaning became more prevalent in the      

culture.  In many respects, “Truth” lost its 

position as a stable, grounded reality; instead, 

it became increasingly pragmatic and relative, 

dependent upon the individual’s or commu-

nity’s interpretation of it. 

As a sign of the times, it revealed that our 

culture was shifting.  Many of the established 

ways of thinking (paradigms) that many 

churches used for decades no longer were 

seen as relevant and feasible.  By necessity, 

many churches and denominations entering 

the twenty-first century became more flexible 

and organic, attempting to engage the culture 

in ways that were pertinent and applicable.
